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WARRANTY DEED

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

THAT I, GRETCHEN REMICK, of Farmers Branch, in the County
of Dallas, and State of Texas, Grantor, in consideration of the
sum of One Dollar and Other Good and Valuable Consideration paid
to my full satisfaction by STEVEN R. LAUB and KAREN sS. LAUB,
husband and wife, of Hughsonville, in the County of Dutchess,
and State of New York, Grantees, by these presents, do freely
GIVE, GRANT, SELL, CONVEY and CONFIRM unto the said Grantees,
STEVEN R. LAUB and KAREN S. LAUB, husband and wife, and their
heirs and assigns forever, a certain piece of land in Sherburne,
in the County of Rutland, and State of Vermont, described as

follows:

Being all and the same lands and premises conveyed to Gretchen

Remick by Warranty Deed of Hazel Larson dated December 28, 1979
and which is recorded in Book 46 at Page 43 of the Land Records
of the Town of Sherburne.

Being all and the same lands and premises conveyed to Hazel
Larson by Warranty Deed of Sherburne Corporation dated December
13, 1978, which is recorded in Book 42 at Page 262, and which
said lands and premises are more particularly described as

follows:

"Being Whiffletree Condominium Unit H-8-54, a three
bedroom, two bath duplex Condominium Unit (the 'unit’) as
shown on Lot Plans and Floor Plans entitled ‘Whiffletree
Condominium, Killingten, Vermont’ recorded in the Town of
Sherburne Land Records in Map Book 1 at Pages 134-143,
together with an undivided interest in the common areas
and facilities, easements, rights and appurtenances more
particularly described in a Declaration of Condominium
Pursuant to Title 27, Chapter 15, of the Vermont
Statutes, known as the Condominium Ownership Act, as
amended from time to time, dated July 9, 1973, and
recorded in the Town of Sherburne Land Records in Book 30
at Page 290, Whiffletree Condominiums Schedule ‘A’
recorded in Book 38 at Page 417, Supplemental and Final
Declaration of Condominium dated December 18, 1978 and to
be recorded in the Town of Sherburne Land Records.

The unit conveyed hereby shall be used for residential
purposes only.

Being a portion of the lands and premises conveyed to
Sherburne Corporation by deed of the State of Vermont
dated February 13, 1968, and recorded in the Town of
Sherburne Land Records in Book 24 at Page 16, and being
more particularly described in paragraph 2 of the above-
mentioned Declaration of Condominium.

Said Unit is conveyed hereby together with:

1. An undivided 1.7% interest in the common areas
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and facilities in the property as described in said
Supplemental and Final Declaration of Condominium. The
Declaration as amended, clarified or supplemented
together with all schedules and exhibits thereto,
Supplemental and Final Declaration are incorporated
herein by reference.

2. An easement for the exclusive use of a storage
area, balcony or limited common areas and facilities so
designated or reserved in Sections 4 and 5 of the
Declaration.

3. An equal right with other unit owners in the
Condominium to use parking area, access roads, drives,
walkways and other areas as designated in the
Declaration, as amended and shown on the Lot Plan.

4. The easements for support, shelter, and
encroachment as set forth in Sections 4 and 7 of the
Declaration.

5. An easement in common with other unit owners in
the Condominium to use all pipes, wires, ducts, cables,
conduits or other utility lines and other common areas
and facilities located in any other units located in the
Condominium or any other Condominiums established by

Sherburne Corporation in Whiffletree and serving the unit.

Said Unit is conveyed subject to:

1. The provisions of the Declaration of
Condominium and the By-Laws, exhibits, schedules, and
floor plan of Whiffletree Condominium, as supplemented,
clarified, or amended from time to time by instruments
recorded in the Town of Sherburne Land Records, which
provisions, together with all amendments thereto, shall
constitute covenants running with the land and shall bind
any person having at any time any interest or estate in
the Unit his family, servants and visitors, successors
and assigns as though such provisions were recited and
stipulated at length herein.

2. The provisions of the Declaration of Protective
Covenants dated July 9, 1973, and recorded in the Town of
Sherburne Land Records in Book 30 at Page 299, which
covenants are incorporated herein by reference.

3. The easements in favor of other unit owners in
the Condominium in the common area and facilities
including but not limited to the use of parking areas,
access roads, drives, walkways, pipes, wires, ducts,
cables, conduits, public utility lines, or other common
areas and facilities, all as more fully set forth in
Declaration and amendments.

4. The rights, privileges and easements reserved
by George P. Chaffee and Newman K. Chaffee in two deeds,
the first to Vermont Marble Company dated November 9,
1901 and recorded in the Town of Sherburne Land Records
in Book 14 at Page 130, and the second to Charles R.
Holden dated April 10, 1901 and recorded in the Town of
Sherburne Land Records in Book 14 at Page 103, reference
to said deeds and the references contained therein is
hereby made for a more particular description.

5. An easement to Central Vermont Public Service
Corporation and New England Telephone and Telegraph
Company dated June 6, 1973, and recorded in the Town of
Sherburne Land Records in Book 30 at Page 279.
